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How Is a Chrysalis Team Chosen?

Just how is the team for a Chrysalis
weekend selected? Well, there are
many steps that go into feam
formation. It starts with PRAYER.
Once the Lay Director (LD) is chosen
(months before the flight), a Team
Selection Committee meets. This
committee is made up of youth and
adults from all over the NWO
community. Names for all prospective
team members are PRAYED over
before and after being given to the
LD. Then the LD PRAYS over who to
call from the list of names he/she is
given, and continues to call youth and
adults until all team slots are filled.

The team “ideally” should consist of
1/3 inexperienced, 1/3 somewhat
experienced (previous service on 1 or
2 teams), and 1/3 very experienced
youth and adults. While this may not
be the ratio that God brings
together, it is the model Chrysalis
tries to follow.

There is a maximum of 23 people per
team, not including the LD and
Spiritual Directors. It is important to
remember that
serving on a team is
NOT the only way to
serve the weekend

and your Chrysalis community. Help
is always needed with logistics,
setting up, tearing down, social and
kitchen. It takes more than the team
in the conference room for a
Chrysalis weekend to be effective.
